Produce: Most produce is grown at Tanaka Farms in Irvine, using organic farm methods.  Produce may 

be supplemented from other organic farmers to provide a good variety in the box.   Produce is 

very fresh.   The amount of produce in each box has an approximate retail value of $25, and is 

estimated to be enough for a family of 3 or 4 for a week. 

Note that the mix will change depending on what is freshest, and in season. 

To Order: Orders can be made for as many deliveries as you choose.    

Please make check payable for $25 per box to Lincoln PTA.   Return orders, along with check, 

to the Farm Mailbox in the Lincoln Main Office.  Orders DUE BY:   Friday, September 25 

Important!  Subscribers DO NOT have a choice as to what they receive each week. 

 Subscribers MUST remember to pick-up produce on the delivery date.   Uncollected 

produce will be donated to the LiveWell Kids program.   No refunds will be given. 

 Crates must be returned to Tanaka Farms, so please bring bags, boxes or a basket to
